New York Giants vs. Atlanta Falcons

The New York Giants (3-2) travel to the Georgia Dome to take on
the Falcons (1-4) on Monday Night Football. It will be the Giants’
third road game of the season. They split the first two, losing at
Dallas, 45-35, and winning in Washington, 24-17.

Last Week - The Giants earned their third victory in a row,
rallying in the fourth quarter to defeat the Jets, 35-24. It was the
second time in three weeks that the Giants trailed at halftime and
came bhack to win. On Sept. 23 in Washington, the Giants over-
came a 17-3 halftime deficit to defeat the Redskins, 24-17.

The Giants scored on runs by Brandon Jacobs and Derrick Ward,
touchdown passes by Eli Manning to Jeremy Shockey and Plaxico
Burress, and rookie Aaron Ross’ interception that he returned 43
yards for the game-clinching touchdown with 3:15 remaining.

The Jets scored on a fumble return (11 yards by Kerry Rhodes)
and a kickoff return (98 yards by Leon Washington). They also got
a touchdown pass from Chad Pennington to Brad Smith and a Mike
Nugent field goal.

The victory was the 100th of Tom Coughlin’s career, including
postseason games. In his 12 seasons as a head coach, Coughlin
has 96 regular season wins and four postseason triumphs.
Coughlin is the 36th coach in NFL history with 100 victories
(including postseason games).

The Giants defeated the Jets for the fourth time in a row, improv-
ing their all-time series record against the Jets to 7-4. They have
not lost to the Jets since 1993.

The Giants started the season with losses to Dallas, 45-35, in
Texas Stadium, and Green Bay, 35-13, at home before defeating
the Redskins, 24-17, in Washington, and Philadelphia, 16-3, in
Giants Stadium.

The Falcons began the season with three consecutive losses, 24-3
at Minnesota, 13-3 at Jacksonville, and 27-20 at home vs. Caro-
lina. They defeated the Texans, 26-16, at home for their first win
of the season. Last week they lost to the Titans, 20-13, in Tennes-
see.

The Series - The Falcons lead the regular season series, 10-8.
The visiting team has won the last 11 games in the series, the
longest such streak in NFL history. The Giants have six consecu-
tive road victories in Atlanta. This will be the second seasonin a
row that the Giants will visit Atlanta on Oct. 15th. Last year they
defeated the Falcons, 27-14. The Giants are 2-0 in the Georgia
Dome and 7-3 in Atlanta, where they have not lost since 1978.

The Giants are 17-30-1 when they play on Monday night, including
11-22-1 as the visiting team. Last season they played two games
on Monday night, both on the road, defeating Dallas, 36-22, on
Oct. 23, and losing to Jacksonville, 26-10, on Nov. 20.

On The Horizon - Next week the Giants return home to play
the San Francisco 49ers. The Giants trail both the regular season
series, 13-12, and the postseason series, 4-3. San Francisco has
won six of the last seven meetings dating back to 1992, including
two postseason games. The last time the two teams met the
Giants defeated the 49ers, 24-6, on Nov. 6, 2005 in San Francisco.
They last faced each other in Giants Stadium on Sept. 5, 2005,
16-13 49ers victory. The Giants are 4-5 against San Francisco in
regular season games in Giants Stadium and 6-7 as the host team
in the series. In the postseason series, the Giants are 2-0 at
home and 1-4 on the road.

Last Week’s Game -

October 7, 2007
Giants Stadium
Giants 35, Jets 24

For the second time in three weeks, the Giants on Sunday spotted
their opponents a big lead, then rallied for a dramatic and important
35-24 victory over the Jets in Giants Stadium. On Sept. 23 in Wash-
ington, the Giants rallied from a 17-3 halftime deficit to defeat the
Redskins, 24-17.

Among those players making key contributions were Eli Manning,
who had 0.0 first-half quarterback rating; Plaxico Burress, who sel-
dom practices because of a sprained ankle; Jeremy Shockey, who
hadn’t scored a touchdown in 10 months; and rookie cornerback
Aaron Ross, who didn’t play in the first half for disciplinary reasons.

None of that proved to be an impediment. The Giants trailed in the
third quarter, 24-14, before Manning threw touchdown passes to
Shockey and Burress and Ross intercepted two passes — the first at
the goal line on what could have been a Jets touchdown, the second
which he returned 43 yards for the game-clinching touchdown with
3:15 remaining.

The Giants won their third straight game to improve to 3-2.

The Jets, 1-4, scored on a fumble return (11 yards by Kerry Rhodes)
and a kickoff return (98 yards by Leon Washington). They also got a
touchdown pass from Chad Pennington to Brad Smith and a Mike
Nugent field goal.

Manning overcame his rough start to complete 13 of 25 passes for
186 yards, two touchdowns and an interception. Burress led the
receivers with five catches for 124 yards. Brandon Jacobs returned
after missing 32 games with a knee injury and carried 20 times for
100 yards, including a 19-yard touchdown. It was the first time in his
career he hit the century mark. Derrick Ward added 56 yards and a
touchdown on 13 attempts.

The Giants trailed at halftime, 17-7. They took the second half kickoff
and traveled 80 yards in six plays, all but one on the ground. Jacobs
opened the series with runs of eight and seven yards. Manning then
threw a 32-yard pass to Burress, the wide receiver’s first catch of the
day. That moved the ball to the Jets’ 32-yard line.

Ward ran for nine and then four yards before Jacobs took a handoff,
slipped between blocks on the right side by Chris Snee and Kareem
McKenzie, and dashed to the end zone. He scored just before being
shoved out of hounds.

The Giants didn’t retain their momentum for very long, because Leon
Washington fielded the ensuing kickoff and returned it 98 yards for a
touchdown. Washington ran right up the center of the field. He side-
stepped kicker Lawrence Tynes, the last line of defense, and sprinted
to the end zone.

It was the first kickoff return for a touchdown allowed by the Giants
since Nov. 13, 2005, when Minnesota’s Marcus Robinson brought one
back 86 yards for a score.

After each team punted, the Giants embarked on a nine-play, 68-
yard drive that included including back-to-back throws to Burress for
32 yards. The last of those gave the Giants a first down on the Jets’
24-yard line. Ward ran for two yards and Manning threw to Sinorice
Moss for 10 more. After Jacobs lost a yard, Manning threw to
Shockey, who caught the ball on the nine-yard line, then ran to the
end zone to lift the Ginats to within 24-21 with 33 seconds left in the
third quarter.

It was Shockey’s first touchdown since last Dec. 10 at Carolina.

The Jets appeared poised to take the lead early in the fourth quarter,
but Ross stepped up and intercepted Pennington’s pass for Jerricho
Cotchery near the goal line. The Giants hoped to get the ball at the
20-yard line, but the officials spotted the ball ot the two. Tom
Coughlin challenged the spot, but referee Bill Carollo upheld the call
on the field.

For the Giants, who seem to thrive on adversity, that sethack was no
problem. It took them only 4% minutes to travel 98 yards, their
longest drive since Jan. 6, 2002 against Green Bay. They were helped
by a 15-yard unnecessary roughness penalty on David Harris, who
took down Ward with a horse collar tackle.

Burress scored the touchdown on a spectacular 53-yard catch and
run. On second-and-five, Burress caught Manning’s pass at the Jets’
45. He then blew past cornerback Andre Dyson with a stiff arm be-
fore sprinting to the end zone.

Ross made the game’s final big play. He sat the entire first half for a
transgression neither he nor Coughlin revealed. Kevin Dockery took
his place.

He was in the big fourth quarter. The Jets were trying to score the
go-ahead touchdown when, on second down from their 39, Penning-
ton threw a pass to Cotchery. Ross, playing in the slot, stepped,
intercepted the ball, then ran to the end zone with nobody near him.

The first half was miserable for the Giants — especially the last 33
seconds, when the Jets scored 10 points to take a 17-7 lead halftime
lead. Ten of the 17 points were the result of Giants turnovers.



Nugent’s 47-yard field goal as time expired accounted for the final
points in the half. The Jets took possession at the Giants’ 27-yard
line with 23 seconds remaining, when linebacker Jonathan Vilma
intercepted a Manning pass intended for Amani Toomer. The Jets ran
one play before Nugent came on to kick the field goal. The Giants
could have taken a knee and escaped with a seven-point deficit.

Manning had a rough first half, completing only three of 10 passes
for 22 yards, one interception and a rating of 0.0.

The Jets had taken a 14-7 lead on Pennington’s 16-yard touchdown
pass to Brad Smith with 33 seconds remaining in the second quarter.
Dockery was with Smith in the end zone, but didn’t react to the ball.
It was the first touchdown allowed by the Giants’ defense since mid-
way through the second quarter at Washington on Sept. 23.

The score capped a nine-play, 93-yard drive during which the Jets
faced only one third down. It was the longest drive against the Gi-
ants’ defense since Washington scored on a 93-yard drive on Dec. 5,
2004.

Ward’s eight-yard touchdown run up the middle tied the score at 7-7
with 10:54 remaining in the second quarter. On third-and-one from
the eight, Ward took a handoff and immediately picked up the first
down. He seemed to be stopped at the five, but squirted through a
pass of bodies and didn’t stop until he had scored.

It was the first rushing touchdown of Ward’s four-year career.

The Jets took a 7-0 lead on cornerback Kerry Rhodes’ touchdown on
an 11-yard return of a Jacobs fumble with 8:36 remaining in the first
quarter. On third-and-one from the Giants’ 17, Jacobs took a handoff
and ran to his left. As several Jets converged to tackle Jacobs, Rho-
des batted the ball out of his hands, scooped it up and ran the short
distance to the end zone.

* The Giants won their third consecutive game to improve to 3-
2.

* The Giants trailed at halftime, 17-7, and in the third quarter,
24-14. 1t was the second fime in three weeks they overcame a
double-digit deficit to win. On Sept. 23 in Washington, the Gi-
ants trailed at halftime, 17-3, but won, 24-17.

* The Giants won their fourth consecutive game against the
Jets and lead the regular season series, 7-4. They have not lost
to the Jets since 1993.

* The Giants rushed for a season-high 188 yards. Their previ-
ous high total was 124 yards at Dallas on Sept. 9.

* The Giants did not allow a sack for the first time since Nov.
26, 2006 at Tennessee.

* The Jets rushed for only 55 yards, the lowest total by a Gi-
ants opponent since Carolina ran for 45 yards last Dec. 10 in
Charlotte.

* The Giants defense allowed only one touchdown (the Jets also
scored on a fumble return and a kickoff return). The defense
has allowed only one touchdown in the last 10 quarters of play.
The Jets’ only offensive touchdown came on a 16-yard pass
from Chad Pennington to Brad Smith with 33 seconds remaining
in the first half. It was the first offensive touchdown allowed
by the Giants in 127:22. The Giants defense did not surrender a
touchdown in 22 consecutive possessions.

* The Jets’ touchdown drive covered 93 yards. It was the long-
est drive against the Giants’ defense since Washington scored
on a 93-yard drive on Dec. 5, 2004.

* The Giants scored their final touchdown on a 98-yard drive. It
was the most territory they covered on the way to a touchdown
since Jan. 6, 2002, when they had a 99-yard scoring drive vs.
Green Bay.

The Last Time -

October 15, 2007
Georgia Dome
Giants 24, Falcons 17

ATLANTA — Even in a domed stadium, the sky seemed to be falling
on the Giants on Sunday. Two of their first four possessions ended
with Eli Manning throwing an interception. They trailed af halftime by
four points and early in the third quarter by 11, after giving up the
longest touchdown run they’ve ever allowed. But no one does sec-
ond halves like the Giants. They scored 24 unanswered points to
defeat the Atlanta Falcons, 27-14.

The Giants have become second-half bullies. In their five games,
they have outscored their opponents after halftime, 98-31. The count
in the third and fourth quarters in Atlanta was 24-7, and that was
against a Falcons team that owned a 27-6 second-half advantage,
including 10-0 in the fourth quarter, coming into the game. Sunday, it
was the Giants who enjoyed the 10-0 upper hand in the final period.

As usual, Tiki Barber was behind that. The sensational 10-year vet-
eran rushed for a season-high 185 yards on 26 carries, a 7.1-yard
average. He got help from Brandon Jacobs, who ran for 53 yards and
a touchdown, as the Giants gained 253 yards on the ground, 152 of
them after halftime.

Jay Feely kicked two field goals and Jeremy Shockey scored the
Giants’ other two touchdowns, on receptions of two yards in the third
quarter and four yards in the final period. Shockey, who has been
frustrated by his lack of production and nagging foot and ankle inju-
ries, led the team with six catches for 55 yards.

Defensively, the Giants surrendered 223 rushing yards to the NFL’s
top ground team. Warrick Dunn had 146 of those yards, including 90
on a third-period touchdown run. But the Giants sacked Michael Vick
seven times and held the Falcons to 106 net passing yards. And with
the game on the line, Atlanta’s final five possessions yielded zero
points.

The situation looked bleak for the Giants when Dunn sped through
the defense for his 90-yard touchdown run on the Falcons’ first play
in the third quarter. The score increased Atlanta’s lead to 14-3. Dunn
took a handoff from Vick, slipped through a hole in the line, escaped
tackle attempts by Corey Webster and Sum Madison and sprinted the
length of the field for the longest run of his career and the longest
touchdown run in Falcons history. It was also the longest scoring run
ever allowed by the Giants; the previous record was 83, by Green
Bay’s James Lofton on an end-around on Sept. 20, 1982.

Instead of wilting, the Giants responded with one of their best drives

of the game, a nine-play, 84-yard march that ended with Jacobs’ two-
yard touchdown run up the middle. Just prior to the touchdown,
safety Lawyer Milloy was flagged for interfering with Tim Carter in
the end zone. The penalty gave the Giants a first down at the two,
and Jacobs scored his second touchdown of the season on the next

play.

The drive included several big plays, including runs of 29 and 16
yards by Barber and Manning’s 15-yard pass to Carter on third-and-
1.

The defense then forced the Falcons into a three-and-out, and the
Giants took possession at their own nine-yard line. Ninety-one yards
and almost six minutes later, Shockey’s two-yard touchdown catch
gave the Giants a 17-14 lead just 25 seconds before the end of the
third quarter.

The Giants thought they scored twice on the drive. On the play prior
to Shockey’s touchdown, Barber appeared to score on a 15-yard run.
But Falcons coach Jim Mora challenged the ruling, saying Barber
stepped out-of-hounds before crossing the goal line. After review,
referee Walt Coleman agreed with Mora and nullified the score. But
the Giants got their touchdown on the next play. That was the first
challenge by an opposing coach this season.

Barber started the long drive with a 16-yard reception. Shockey
caught passes for 19 and 16 yards, the former a terrific leaping grab.

Feely’s second field goal, with 11:04 remaining in the fourth quarter,
increased the Giants’ lead to 20-14. The Giants traveled 30 yards in
five plays following a Falcons punt, including a 12-yard run by Barber
and a 12-yard reception by Amani Toomer. But Plaxico Burress
couldn’t come down with Eli Manning’s high throw on third down and
Feely was summoned to kick the field goal.

Atlanta again went one-two-three kick and the Giants took the ball at
their own 45. They covered the 55 yards in nine plays, including
Shockey catches of 10 yards and the four-yard score. The Falcons
never got closer than the Giants’ 22-yard line, and that was just prior
to the game’s final snap.

The Falcons led at halftime, 7-3, thanks to Vick’s 22-yard touchdown
run with 1:52 remaining in the second quarter. Vick dropped back to
pass, saw no one open and took off. Aided by o key block thrown by
Dunn, Vick cut to the left side and was able to cross the goal line
before any Giants defender could catch him.

The score capped a 10-play, 72-yard drive that began with Vick get-
ting sacked by Short and fumbling. But the Falcons recovered, and
Vick completed consecutive third-down passes for 10-yard gains fo
Roddy White. Two plays after the second White reception, Vick found



Roddy White. Two plays after the second White reception, Vick found
tight end Alge Crumpler open in the middle of the field. The catch-
and-run gained 24 yards to the Giants’ 22.

Rookie Jerious Norwood was stopped for no gain before Vick took off
on his touchdown run - his second of the season and the 21st rushing
score of his career.

The Giants took a 3-0 lead on Feely’s 21-yard field goal with 6:44
remaining in the second quarter.

Fast Facts -

600 Wins - The Giants need one regular-season victory to become
just the third team with 600 regular-season wins.

A First Time for Everything - Eli Manning’s first career start
came against the Falcons on Nov. 21, 2004, at Giants Stadium. He
threw his first NFL touchdown pass six yards to Jeremy Shockey with
4:37 remaining in the third quarter.

Connections - Falcons Head Couch Bobby Petrino was the quarter-
backs coach from 1999-2000 and spent 2001 as the offensive coordi-
nator for the Jacksonville Jaguars while Tom Coughlin was head
coach... Falcons equipment manager Brian Boigner was with the
Giants from 1992-97 in the same capacity. .. Guard Tyson Glabo was
signed to the Giant’ practice squad on Sept. 7, 2004, he was released

Second Half Star - Aaron Ross, the Giants’ first-round draft choice,
did not play in the first half because he was disciplined after violat-
ing an undisclosed team rule. But Ross twice intercepted Chad Pen-
nington in the fourth quarter, his first two NFL picks. The first was at
the goal line. It might have prevented a Jets touchdown and led to
the Giants’ go-ahead score. Ross returned the second interception 43
yards for a touchdown for the Giants’ final points with 3:15 remain-
ing.

It was Giants’ first touchdown on an interception return since Oct. 23,
2006, when Kevin Dockery — who was also a rookie — picked off a
Tony Romo pass in Dallas and returned it 96 yards for a score. Ross
is the first Giant with two interceptions in a game since Gibril Wilson
had two at Carolina on Dec. 10, 2006.

First INT of the Season for Madison - Sam Madison’s second-
quarter interception of a Pennington pass was his first of the season,
his third as a Giant and the 34th of his 11-year career. That fies
Madison with Kansas City’s Patrick Surtain (Madison’s former team-
mate in Miami), for sixth among active players.

Osi Leads League in Sacks - One week after their record-setting
12-sack performance vs. Philudelphia, the Giants sacked Pennington
just once. Osi Umenyiora got his seventh sack in two weeks by drop-
ping Pennington for a four-yard loss with just under three minutes
remaining. Umenyiora leads the NFL with 7.0 sacks.

Second Half Rebounds:

Eli Manning - At halftime, quarterback Eli Manning had a 0.0 rating
after completing only three of 10 passes for 22 yards and an inter-
ception. He rebounded to finish with 13 completions in 25 attempts
for 186 yards and two scores. His rating of 86.4 was his second-
highest of the season. Manning had a 113.1 rating in the season
opener at Dallas.

Plaxico Burress - Plaxico Burress did not catch a pass in the first
half, but finished with five receptions for 124 yards, including the
game-winning 53-yard touchdown. Burress has scored at least one
touchdown in every game this season. He has seven scores this
season, just three fewer than he had in the entire 2006 season.

The 100-yard game was his second of the season (he had 144 yards
at Dallas), his eighth as Giant and the 20th of his career. The Giants
are 5-3 when he has at least 100 receiving yards.

Shockey scores first TD of season - Jeremy Shockey scored his
first touchdown of the season on a 13-yard pass from Manning late in
the third quarter. It was Shockey’s first touchdown since Dec. 10,
2006 at Carolina.

Toomer goes without a catch - Amani Toomer did not catch a
pass for the first time since Dec. 31, 2005 at Oakland. Toomer’s
team-record streak of catching at least one pass in 98 consecutive
games (plus four postseason games) ended on Sept. 11, 2005 vs.
Arizona.

Welcome back Brandon - Brandon Jacobs returned to action after
missing three-plus games with a knee injury and rushed for 100
yards on 20 carries, including a 19-yard touchdown. It was the first



100-yard game of his career. Jacobs became the first Giant other
than Tiki Barber to rush for 100 yards since Ron Dayne ran for 111
yards against New Orleans on Sept. 30, 2001. Barber had had the
Giants’ previous 37 100-yard rushing games (including on in the
postseason).

Derrick Ward scores first career rushing TD - Derrick Ward's
eight-yard touchdown run in the second quarter was the first rushing
touchdown of his four-year career.

Fumble return TD - Jets cornerback Kerry Rhodes scored the
game’s first touchdown on an 11-yard return of a Brandon Jacobs
fumble with 8:36 remaining in the first quarter. It was the first fum-
ble return for a touchdown by a Giants opponent since Oct. 12, 2003,
when New England’s Matt Chatham brought one back 38 yards for a
score in the Patriots’ 17-6 victory in Foxboro.

Washington takes it to the house - Leon Washington scored on
a 98-yard kickoff return early in the third quarter, the first such
touchdown allowed by the Giants since Nov. 13, 2005, when Minne-
sota’s Marcus Robinson scored on an 86-yard kickoff return.

Robhins and Cofield do not start - Because the Giants opened
the game in a sub defense, tackles Fred Robbins and Barry Cofield
did not start. It was the first time Robbins did not start a regular
season game since Dec. 11, 2005 af Philadelphia and it was the first
non-start of Cofield’s 22-game career (including one postseason
games).

Defensive streak stays alive - The Giants did not surrender an
opening-possession touchdown for the 19th consecutive regular
season game, the longest streak in the NFL.

Replays not kind to the Giants - Tom Coughlin lost two replay
challenges, one in each half.

Midway through the second quarter, Pennington threw a pass up the
right sideline that Laveranues Coles caught just in front of the Giants’
bench area. Coles landed out of bounds, but the officials ruled that he
did so because Corey Webster and Gibril Wilson forced him out.
Coughlin challenged the ruling of a force out, claiming Coles simply
landed out of hounds. After review, referee Bill Carollo upheld the
call on the field.

On Ross’ first interception, his momentum seemed to take him into
the end zone. But the officials spot the ball at the two, saying he had
both feet in the field of play. Coughlin challenged, claiming it should
have been a touchback. But Carollo again upheld the call on the field.

Coughlin is 1-2 this season and 12-19 in four years with the Giants on
replay challenges.

Honorary Captains - The Giants’ honorary captain was former
linebacker Jessie Armstead, a five-time Pro Bowler. Sunday marked
the beginning of Breast Cancer Awareness Month, so Armstead was
accompanied for the coin toss by Marianne Vogt, a breast cancer
survivor and a long time Giants employee who represented cancer
survivors.

Inactives - The Giants’ inactive players were wide receiver Steve
Smith (shoulder), running back Ahmad Bradshaw, safety Craig Dahl,
offensive linemen Adam Koets and Kevin Boothe and defensive
linemen Manny Wright and Dave Tollefson. The third quarterback
was Jared Lorenzen.

One for the Record Books —

* WR Amani Toomer is currently ranked second in Giants career
receptions with 580. He trails the now retired Tiki Barber by six
catches. Toomer holds franchise records for receiving yards (8,374)
and 100-yard games (22).

* DE Michael Strahan, now in his 15th season, has 133.5 sacks and
needs 3.5 fo pass John Randle (136.5), and 4.5 to pass Richard Dent
(137.5) to move into fifth place all-fime.

* Now in his 20th NFL season, P Jeff Feagles holds NFL records for
punts (1,535), punting yardage (63,801), and punts inside the 20-yard
line (488).

Roster getting younger - This year the Giant’s average age of
players on their opening day roster is 26 years, 190 days. Last
season the opening day roster’s average age was 28 years, 20 days
old. This season’s roster is the third youngest team in the league,
behind Indianapolis and Green Bay.

At the Helm - The 2007 season is the first as Senior Vice President
and General Manager for Jerry Reese. Reese has been with the
Giants since 1994 and has spent the previous four seasons as the
team’s Director of Player Personnel. Reese takes over for Ernie
Accorsi, who retired after serving as the team’s GM for the previous
nine years.

Airing it out — QB Eli Manning threw for 24 scores in both 2005
and 2006. If he can match his success from the previous seasons this
year he will match the franchise record for consecutive seasons with
20 or more touchdown passes set by Phil Simms from 1984-86.

This season Manning has thrown for nine scores through five games.



Team Captains -

On September 7th, the Giants named team captains for the 2007
season. It will be the first time in Tom Coughlin’s 12 seasons as an
NFL head coach that one of his teams will have permanent season-
long captains. The captains, as voted on by the players, are:

Giant Milestones -

Eli Manning - Manning has thrown for 63 touchdowns and
9,125 yards in his regular season career.

Jeremy Shockey - Shockey has 332 career receptions placing
him first on the Giants all-time receptions list for tight ends.
Shockey’s 25 career touchdown receptions place him third
among Giants tight ends, behind Aaron Thomas (35) and Mark
Bavaro (28). His 3,839 receiving yards place him third among
Giants tight ends, behind Tucker (4,376) and Thomas (4,253).

Amani Toomer - Toomer ranks second on the Giants career
receptions list with 580, 6 catches behind Tiki Barber. He holds
franchise records with 8,374 receiving yards and 22 100-yard
receiving games. Toomer is tied with Joe Morrison for second
on the Giants’ career touchdown receptions list with 47. He
needs one more score to tie Kyle Rote for first place.

Plaxico Burress - Since joining the team in 2005, Burress
leads the Giants in receptions (163), yards (2,612), and touch-
downs (24). Entering the 2007 season, his career average of
yards per reception (15.9) was first among active players with
at least 300 receptions.

Tom Coughlin was named the 16th head coach in Giants history on
Jan. 6, 2004. A highly-respected coach who has succeeded as a head
coach in the NFL and on the collegiate level, Coughlin was an assis-
tant coach with the Giants when they won Super Bowl XXV in 1990.

The Giants improved from four to six to 11 victories in Coughlin’s
three seasons with the team. Last year, the Giants went 8-8 and
earned an NFC Wild Card playoff berth for the second consecutive
season. It was the first time since 1989-90 that the Giants made
postseason play in back-to-back years. Coughlin has won three divi-
sion fitles and led his teams to the playoffs six times in his 11 years
as NFL head coach. He is Coughlin is 93-83 (.528) in the regular sea-
son and 97-89 (.522) in all games.

Coughlin’s 93 regular season victories place him seventh among
current NFL head coaches. Five of the six coaches ahead of him have
coached at least one more season than Coughlin and one, Tony
Dungy of the Indianapolis Colts, has coached the same number of
years. Coughlin is the only one of the seven to have coached an
expansion team.

Coughlin became the first head coach of the expansion Jaguars on
Feb. 21,1994, 559 days before the franchise played its first regular
season game. In 1995, Jacksonville won four games, more than any
previous expansion team in NFL history. The following year, Coughlin
was named NFL Coach of the Year by United Press International as
the Jaguars made the playoffs in just their second season and ad-
vanced all the way to the AFC Championship Game, where they lost
to the New England Patriofs.

That began a streak of four consecutive playoff seasons for the Jag-
vars. In both 1997 and ‘98 Jacksonville won 11 games, winning their
first division title in 1998. The following season, the Jaguars had an
NFL-best record of 14-2 and again advanced to the conference title
game.

Coughlin arrived in Jacksonville following three years as the head

coach at Boston College, where he turned a struggling program into a
Top 20 team. He was 21-13-1 in three seasons (1991-93) with the
Eagles, including 9-3

in 1993, when Boston College won eight consecutive games, defeated
top-ranked Notre Dame, 41-39, and beat Virginia in the Carquest
Bowl. Coughlin was the Giants wide receivers coach under Bill Par-
cells from 1988-90. Under his tutelage, receivers such as Mark In-
gram, Lionel Manuel, Odessa Turner and Stephen Baker all improved
and helped the Giants win their second Super Bowl.

Coughlin began his coaching career in 1969 as a graduate assistant
at Syracuse, his alma mater. He was the head coach at the Rochester
Institute of Technology from 1970-73, compiling a record of 16-15-2.
Coughlin returned to Syracuse in 1974, first serving as quarterbacks
and offensive backfield coach for three seasons before being pro-
moted to offensive coordinator for four years. In 1981, Coughlin
went to Boston College for the first time, as quarterbacks coach
under Jack Bicknell.

Coughlin entered the NFL as the Philadelphia Eagles’ wide receivers

coach in 1984 and ‘85. He held the same position with the Green Bay
Packers in 1986 and ‘87 before moving to the Giants for a three-year
stint.

Coughlin was a three-year letterman at Syracuse University from
1965-67. As a senior in 1967, Coughlin broke Syracuse’s single-
season pass receiving record. That year, he won Syracuse’s Orange
Key Award as the university’s outstanding scholar-athlete. He gradu-
ated in 1968 with a bachelor’s degree in education and received a
master’s degree in education the following year.

Thomas Richard Coughlin was born on Aug. 31, 1946 in Waterloo. He
is the oldest of seven children. Coughlin and his wife Judy, have two
daughters, Keli and Katie, two son-in-laws named Chris, two sons,
Brian and Tim, two daughters-in-law, Andrea (Tim’s wife) and Susie
(Brian’s wife), and four grandchildren, Emma Rose, Dylan, Shea Tho-
mas and Cooper.

Bobby Petrino is in his first season as Head Coach of the Atlanta
Falcons. Petrino, 46, was introduced as the 13th Head Coach in At-
lanta Falcons franchise history on January 8, 2007.

In just four short seasons as Head Coach at the University of Louis-
ville, Petrino put the Cardinals on the national map with his high-
octane, quick-striking offensive onslaught that left enemy defenses
dazed, rattled, and confused.

His four-year 41-9 record included a 12-1 mark last season and a No.
7 national ranking in the USA Today final Coaches' Poll. The Cardinals
ranked fourth in the nation in scoring (37.8 points per game) and
second in total yards (484.6 yards per game).

In 2006, Petrino helped the Cardinals win their first ever Big East
Conference Championship on the way to a 24-13 victory over Wake
Forest in the BCS FedEx Orange Bowl. The team was also recognized
by having seven Cardinals earn first-team All Big East honors, which
was the most in the league. Petrino's squad also finished with the
highest ranking ever in school history in the final Associated Press
Poll at No. 6 in the country.

Appointed as the Head Coach at Louisville in 2003, it marked
Petrino's second stint at the school. Petrino rejoined Louisville after
serving as the Offensive Coordinator at Auburn in 2002. Under
Petrino, the Tigers offense significantly improved its position in the
Division I-A rankings during the season. It didn't take long for
Petrino to put his stamp on the Auburn offense as the team finished
the season with a 9-4 record and led the Southeastern Conference in
pass efficiency and third down conversions while also ranking third
in the league in scoring offense, rushing offense and total offense.
The Tigers went on to defeat Joe Paterno and the Penn State Nittany
Lions in the Capital One Bowl by a 13-9 margin.

Prior to coaching the Tigers, Petrino was a coach in the NFL, spending

two seasons (1999-2000) as the Quarterbacks coach and third (2001)
as Offensive Coordinator with the Jucksonville Jaguars.

Petrino arrived af the University of Louisville for the first time in
1998 as Offensive Coordinator. In his initial stint, the Cardinals were
the top-ranked team in Division I-A in scoring and total offense while
posting the biggest positive turnaround among I-A foothall teams,
winning six games more than the 1997 season.

Prior to his first stint at Louisville, Petrino spent three years as the
Offensive Coordinator at Utah State. Petrino spent 1994 at the Uni-
versity of Nevada as both the Offensive Coordinator and Quarter-
backs coach.

In 1992 and 1993, Petrino was Quarterbacks coach at Arizona State.
During his two seasons at ASU, he oversaw the development of fu-
ture All-American and former Denver Broncos QB Jake Plummer.

In 1989, Petrino served as the Quarterbacks coach at the University
of Idaho before being promoted to Offensive Coordinator for two
seasons. Prior to coaching at Idaho, Petrino served as a full-time
assistant in the Division | ranks as wide receivers and tight ends
coach at Weber State in 1987 and 1988.

Petrino coached at his alma mater, Carroll College, from 1985 to
1986, serving as the Offensive Coordinator for a team that had the
top-rated offense in NAIA football in each season. In 1984, Petrino
began his coaching career at Weber College, coaching quarterbacks
as a graduate assistant.

A native of Helena, Montana, Petrino graduated with a Bachelor of
Science in Physical Education and earned a minor in Mathematics
from Carroll College, where he played quarterback as a collegiate
athlete and later began his coaching career as a graduate assistant
during the 1983 season. A two-time NAIA All-American quarterback
at Carroll, Petrino guided the Fighting Saints to three consecutive
Frontier Conference Championships and was named the league's
most valuable player in 1981 and 1982.

Born March 10, 1961, Petrino is married to the former Becky Schaff
and the couple has four children: Kelsey, Nick, Bobby and Katie.
